	We regret to announce that about a hundred Association members were affected by the catastrophic earthquake that struck the Osaka-Kobe area on the morning of January 17.

We have had no reports of injuries or fatalities, but have confirmed that at least four members suffered total or extensive damage to homes, and had to move to temporary or alternative accommodation.

	Increase in Subsidies for Local Chapters

	. 
	Hitherto, all JBEA chapters have received a standard annual subsidy of 30,000 yen. From 1995 this subsidy will increase to 40,000 yen. In addition, local chapters with a membership of more than a third of the total JBEA membership will qualify for an additional 10,000 yen. Local chapters with a membership of more than a half of the total JBEA membership will receive a further 10,000 yen. 

As a result of this new policy, the Kansai Chapter will receive 60,000 yen, the Kanto Chapter 50,000 yen, and the Kyushu-Yamaguchi Chapter 40,000 yen.

To cover these increased subsidies, the General Meeting of the JBEA approved an increase of the Local Chapter Subsidy Budget from 90,000 yen to 150,000 yen, and a decrease in Reserve Funds from 2,881,249 yen to 2,821,249 yen. Special members are not included in the total number of either Association or local chapter members.

Apart from the increase in local chapter subsidies, there were no significant changes in the Association's budget. For details please refer to Annual Studies.
