	Introduction 
The Japan Business English Association is an association of scholars researching Business English and related fields of study. The Association is over 60 years old, is registered with the Science Council of Japan as an academic body, and is a member of the Union of National Economic Associations in Japan. The current membership of the Association is 225.
  

Association Aims 
1. The study of Business English and related fields.
2. The exchange of knowledge and the deepening of friendship among members, and among related associations and societies at home and abroad.
  

Association Activities 
1. The holding of an Annual National Conference for the presentation of members' research papers and an exchange of opinions.
2. The publication of Annual Studies and other periodicals.
3. Other activities as deemed necessary.
  

Association Chapters and their Activities 
All members belong to one of the Association's three chapters: Kanto, Kansai, or Kyushu-Yamaguchi. Each chapter holds three study meetings each year, not including the above-mentioned National Conference.
Becoming a Regular Member (1) 
Applicants must be university or college faculty members (full-time or part-time) conducting research into Business English or related fields, and must receive the approval of the Annual General Meeting. Other persons may also become regular members if they possess publication records compatible with the above-mentioned aims of the Association.
  

Becoming a Regular Member (2) 
Persons enrolled in doctoral courses of graduate schools may also apply for membership of the Association, but need to submit a letter of recommendation and an academic evaluation from their supervising professor. In such cases, master's theses may be included in publication records.
  

Special Membership 
Persons wishing to join the Association, but not meeting all of the above requirements, may apply for special membership of a chapter. Special chapter membership allows them to give research presentations and thus add to their publication records. Applications for special membership should be submitted to the head of the relevant chapter, and must be approved by the general meeting of that chapter.
  

Supporting Membership 
Supporting Membership is available to all persons interested in supporting the activities of the Association.
  

Application Form 
An example of the JBEA application form format is given at the end of each edition of Annual Studies. Applicants should ask the regular member recommending them to obtain a copy of this example and should reproduce it on A4-size paper using a word processor. After filling in all the items on the form, applicants should ask the recommending member to sign and stamp the form.
The same format should be used for both regular and special membership applications, and completed forms should be submitted to the head of the chapter to which the applicant wishes to belong.
