Brief history of “Japan Business Communication Association”
JBCA enjoys a long history whose foundation dates way back to pre-WWII days when commercial correspondence was a vial means to do overseas business. For as long as 64Years,it had been known as Japan Business English Association. The official title “ Japan Business English Association,, became outdated, as the age when international trade through correspondence in English was a central attention has gone,  and the association had to meet the challenge of the time by embracing the new and broader area of disciplines. There had been strong voices among our members also calling for the change of the title. To live up to such academic requirements as the age demands, the official name was changed from Japan Business English Association (JBEA) to Japan Business Communication Association (JBCA) at the last general meeting. Much credit in this regard goes to Takao Norisada, who sewed his term as President up to 2003. We know a mere title change goes nowhere unless substantiated by what the new name demands. JBCA is also in need of qualified members representing different ages with fresh ideas.

JBCA holds an annual national convention conventionally in October, and issues Annual Studies, The Journal of International Business Communication, covering presentations made by members. There are three regional Chapters for members, and each regular member belongs to a chapter most convenient to his or her residence.

Qualification for Membership

The current rules for our new membership stipulate that as a general rule membership is limited to either university faculty including part-time instructors, who teach or research Business Communication and/or related study areas. Application for membership is also on recommendation from two existing regular members. Regular membership is also open to doctorial students if supported by recommendation from his or her academic supervisor. These current rules are being reviewed to make them more realistic to meet today's requirement so that the door will be more open to qualified members outside as well as inside conventional educational institutions.

Local Chapters and Special Chapter Membership

Those who are short of the said regular member- ship qualification can apply for local Chapter Special membership. Application for Special Member is approved at each Chapter Chair. Any Special Member can make presentation at each Chapter subject to approval of the Chapter members
