Known as Japan Business English Association for 64 years, the association, in order to meet new academic and other requirements, changed its name, two national conferences ago, to the Japan Business Communication Association. With the announcement of the new name, JBCA has entered a new era, where its first priority is to increase membership.  

Although JBCA is developing a new program to revitalize its operations, under the leadership of Professor Adachi, Chair of the Planning Committee, we strongly encourage you to recruit new members, or introduce prospective members to the association through your local chapter’s chairpersons.

· Membership Qualification

The current requirements for new members stipulate that, in general, membership is limited to either university faculty (including part-time instructors) who teach or research Business Communication or other related areas.
